Mr. Troy called the Agenda meeting to order at 7:16 PM.

1.	Ordinance Authorizing the Participation of Marshall Township in the PSATS Unemployment Compensation Group Trust Pursuant to the Pennsylvania Intergovernmental Cooperation Law.  Consideration - Mr. McFadden reported that this ordinance and the related Agreement are now necessary as PSATS restated the terms of the Unemployment Compensation Group Trust in 2014.  Marshall Township has been, and will continue to be a customer of the Trust.  Mr. Candek moved to adopt Ordinance 432 to authorize the Township's participation in the Trust, seconded by Mr. Bragunier; vote in favor was unanimous [3-0].

2.	Amended and Restated Declaration and Agreement of Trust of the PSATS Unemployment Compensation Group Trust Agreement.  Motion to Authorize Chairman's Signature - Pursuant to the discussion in item one, Mr. Candek moved to authorize the Chairman's signature on the restated Trust, seconded by Mr. Bragunier; vote in favor was unanimous [3-0].

3.	'Green Light Go' Grant Application.  Joint Application with Franklin Park Borough to install "adaptive technology" on 910 Corridor Signals.  Motion to Authorize - Mr. McFadden indicated that Franklin Park Borough Council had voted to approve a joint application with Marshall for this grant program.  A fifty percent local match is required.  Mr. Goetz of Trans Associates endorses the application as he feels the 'adaptive technology' will enhance the efficiency of the subject traffic signals.  Mr. Bragunier asked if the signals at 910/Mingo and 910/Wexford Run will be included in the scope.  Mr. McFadden indicated that 910/Mingo maybe, 910/Wexford Run is not likely.  Mr. Goetz will recommend the project scope.  Mr. Bragunier moved to authorize the joint application, seconded by Mr. Candek; vote in favor was unanimous [3-0].

4.	Purchase of A.E.D. Kits (2).  Review of Proposal.  Authorization to Purchase - Mr. McFadden reported that the AED unit stored at the municipal building is no longer functional.  A loaner unit is now in place and Mr. McFadden is recommending purchase of two units, one for the municipal building and one for Knob Park (stored at the Whitey Soergel Field concession stand).  Mr. Candek advised that the Northern Regional Police are in the process of purchasing seven new units and the Township should attempt to take advantage of bulk pricing.  Mr. Candek moved to approve the purchase of two AED units with the proviso that the Township attempts to secure the best price, seconded by Mr. Bragunier; vote in favor was unanimous [3-0].

5.	HVAC Maintenance Contract.  Motion to Authorize Chairman's Signature - As previously discussed with the Board, the Township is ending it current HVAC maintenance contract at the end of January.  Mr. McFadden is recommending contracts for both buildings (municipal and public works) with Reno Brothers.  He is requesting a one-year term, although the contract renews annually unless a 30-day termination notice is issued by either party.  Mr. Candek moved to authorize the Chairman's signature on the contracts (2), seconded by Mr. Bragunier; vote in favor was unanimous [3-0].

6.	Engagement Letter for Grant Audit.  Gaming and Economic Development Fund, Altmyer Farm Purchase.  Motion to Approve Chairman's Signature - As the GEDF grant requires a Grant Audit, the appointed Auditor was requested to submit a proposal for this work.  Mr. Candek moved to authorize the Chairman's signature on the Engagement Letter at the cost of $2,000.00, seconded by Mr. Bragunier; vote in favor was unanimous [3-0].	

7.	Disposition of Excess RAD Funds, 2014.  Motion to Authorize Contribution in the Amount of $458.59 (25% of 1,834.34) to the Northland Library - Mr. McFadden reported that the 2014 RAD funding exceeded the prior year's allotment by $1,834.34.  Per the controlling legislation, twenty-five percent of this increase must be directed to a qualifying organization.  Mr. Bragunier moved to contribute $458.59 to the Northland Library, seconded by Mr. Candek; vote in favor was unanimous [3-0].

8.	Proposal to Relocate Two Voting District Polling Locations (3 & 4) from Marshall Elementary to Marshall Municipal Building.  Discussion - Mr. McFadden reviewed an e-mail from Larry Szurley of the Allegheny County Division of Elections requesting the use of the Municipal Building (lower level) for the polling place of voting districts 3 and 4.  The Board had no objection, but asked if 3 & 4 were the closest districts to this location.  Mr. McFadden is to check with Mr. Szurley.

9.	Review and Approval of Proposed February2, 2015 Agenda - The attached agenda was reviewed and approved for a single meeting on February 2, 2015.

10.	ADJOURN – Mr. Troy moved to adjourn at 8:20 p.m., seconded by Mr. Candek; vote in favor was unanimous [3 -0].
