Mr. Troy called the regular meeting to order at 7:24 PM.  

PUBLIC COMMENT

OLD BUSINESS

· 2015 Bond - Presentation of Information by Bond Underwriter and Bond Counsel

Mr. Falgione from PNC distributed a debt service structure analysis.  The project assumes a seven million dollar project share with Cranberry Township, a twenty year level debt term, which will be backed by revenue.  He debt service reserve fund, equivalent of one year debt service.  The debt service reserve fund is usually about ten percent of the bond issue.  You can either borrow more money and put it aside or you can buy an insurance policy.  Mr. Falgione recommended the insurance policy instead of borrowing more money and paying more fees.  He cautioned that if you use your own money, it will be tied up for 20 years.  The bonds are fixed rate and tax exempt.   The rates are fixed to maturity.  Mr. Ditka reviewed the next steps to be taken to prepare the financing for market.

Mr. Francois Bitz asked several general questions regarding the current agreement with Cranberry, the bond process, rates and repayment.


· WHA LITIGATION

Mr. Demase advised that the Judge has postponed the litigation so that the Authority could consider the settlement proposal, which will be done during executive session.

MR. SHULTZ MOVED TO APPROVE THE SETTLEMENT PROPOSAL FOR WARRENDALE HOTEL ASSOCIATES FOR $57,500 AND ADD TO THE WATER USAGE ALLOCATION FOR THE HOTEL AT 910 SHERATON DRIVE FOR A TOTAL OF 2,164,123 GALLONS PER QUARTER.  MR. CANDEK SECONDED THE MOTION. VOTE IN FAVOR WAS UNANIMOUS.

NEW  BUSINESS

· Resolution #187 (Replaces Resolution #175): Change in User Fees-Motion to Approve

Mr. Campbell advised the Authority that a letter to all customers would be mailed this week advising of the new rate schedule.   The base user fee would increase by $10.00 per quarter to $54.00 and the per gallon fee would increase by $.50 per gallon to $4.73.  Non metered use will increase by $18.00 per quarter to $125.00.

MR. CANDEK MOVED TO APPROVE RESOLUTION #187 AND REPLACE RESOLUTION #175.   MR. SHULTZ SECONDED THE MOTION.  VOTE IN FAVOR WAS UNANIMOUS.
