Ms. Jerry had an initial meeting with the Consultant and the goal is to have the design plan completed by the March 30, 2015 agenda meeting.  She is considering putting a Steering Committee in place to provide neighborhood input.  Interested candidates are being sought at this time.

		4e.	Engineer’s Report
· Bond Status
· Pleasant Hill Estates; Reduction Request – Mr. Gazdik stated Pleasant Hill Estates has requested a reduction in the amount of $336,215.02, leaving a balance of $170,936.68.  Work related to the request has been reviewed and approved.  We are also holding security for Maintenance as well in the amount of 15% on the items being released.  This request should be contingent upon the payment of all current fees owed to the Township.  Mr. Madigan recommended a motion to approve reduction of LOC per the Engineer's recommendation.  Mr. Scavo moved to approve, seconded by Mr. Troy; vote in favor was unanimous [5-0].

4f.	Manager’s Report
· Termination of Current HVAC Maintenance Provider - Mr. McFadden advised the Board that he has provided notice of termination of contract via Certified Mail to our HVAC maintenance provider with the intention of terminating that contract effective February 1, 2015.  There was a required 30-day notice, which has been provided.
· Date and Time of Police Board's January Meeting - Mr. McFadden noted that the Police Board meeting for the month of January has been rescheduled for Monday, January 26th at 4:30 p.m.

Mr. Madigan recommended a motion to approve all items on the Consent Agenda as submitted/amended.  Mr. Scavo moved to approve, seconded by Mr. Troy; vote in favor was unanimous [4-0].


5. Legal Matters
5a. Atlas Neon Sign, Warrendale Bakerstown Road; Code Enforcement Matter – Mr. Lucas, noted this is a code enforcement matter that will be heard before District Justice Wagner on January 20, 2015 regarding the deteriorated state of the building and property.  
5b. 130 Wheatland Road, Code Enforcement Matter – Mr. Lucas mention this code enforcement matter stems from a variety of issues as a result of the property having a secondary residence being constructed on the property without any permits.  This will also be heard before District Justice Wagner on January 20, 2015.  The Board should have some resolution by the next meeting.

6. Unfinished Business
6a. Route 910/Highpoint Drive Intersection.  Discussion of Safety Concerns.  Possible Motion to Request PennDOT Traffic Safety Study – Mr. Madigan mentioned this agenda item was discussed at the previous agenda meeting and then continued the discussion on tonight's agenda about the Route 910/Highpoint Drive intersection and safety concerns that were brought to the Board's attention by a concerned resident of Franklin Park.  The matter for Board consideration of potential action is a request to PennDOT to conduct a traffic safety study for the benefit of those members of the public who were not in attendance at our Agenda Meeting.  The issue about requesting a PennDOT traffic safety study is that number one, the Township cannot do anything to address the situation at a intersection without requesting PennDOT study the matter.  Second, if the Township does request PennDOT to study the matter and they recommend that there be a left turn restriction or that the intersection be fully signalized, the Township is exposed to liability for failure to take that action.  After moderate discussion by the Board, Mr. Lucas and Mr. McFadden regarding the issues and concerns with requesting PennDOT to perform the study, it was recommended to proceed.  Mr. Madigan recommended a motion to request a PennDOT perform a traffic safety study.  Mr. Scavo moved to approve, seconded by Mr. Candek; vote in favor was unanimous [5-0].

7. PLANS
7a. Public Hearing:  Antonio Charneco; CU14-05, 380 Northgate Drive; plans dated 11/11/2014;  deadline:  3/02/2015 - Mr. Madigan opened public hearing at 7:50 p.m.  Heidi Smith swore in those wishing  to testify.  Mr. Lucas included in the record: the Township Zoning Ordinance and Map, the application for conditional use and attachments, the staff advisory letter dated 12/30/2014, the Planning Commission letter dated 1/2/2015 reflecting action taken at the December 2, 2014 meeting of the Planning Commission recommending approval, the Public Notice of this public hearing and the evidence of posting of the property.

The following is a summary of the hearing.  Transcript of hearing to be provided by Adelman Reporters and placed in file for future reference.

Ms. Zimsky stated the applicant is seeking approval to operate a medical office, specifically his dental practice at 380 Northgate Drive.  That is the building that was formerly occupied by RPM.  The building is approximately 6,000 SF and he is interested of using 2,000 SF for his practice and renting out the remaining space.  This was before the Planning Commission on December 2nd and they voted unanimously [7-0] to recommend approval.  After little discussion regarding hours of operation and no comments from the public, Mr. Madigan closed the record at 8:03 p.m.

Consideration - Mr. Madigan recommended a motion conditioned upon satisfaction of any items identified and subject to the conditions stated in Ms. Zimsky’s memo dated December 30, 2014  and any standard conditions of the solicitor, subject to the clarification that the hours of operation would be limited to 8 a.m. to 9 p.m. Monday through Sunday.  Lastly, parking requirements will be determined upon the issue and of the use occupancy permit.  Mr. Scavo moved to approve, seconded by Mr. Bragunier; vote in favor was unanimous [5-0].

7b. Linmar Realty Company Plan of Lots #2; SUB-FIN14-25; Thorn Hill Road, plans dated 11/04/2014;  deadline:  3/02/2015 – Ms. Zimsky indicated this proposed plan adjusts the lot line between two properties owned by Linmar Realty Company, occupied by American Eagle Outfitters in the Thorn Hill Industrial Park.  The property is located in the Planned Industrial Park (PIP) zoning district.  She indicated that the Township is requesting the applicant provide a 15' pedestrian easement along the frontage of Thorn Hill Road and Keystone Drive and the applicant has agreed to the easement.  Ms. Zimsky and Mr. Gazdik prepared a joint memorandum.  Lengthy discussion took place regarding the amount of parking for each parcel and the actual easement for use of the parking areas.  Mr. Madigan recommended removing the easement note off of the plan, which indicates "NOTE: ACCESS FROM LOT No. 1-REV THRU LOT No. 2-REV TO EXISTING TRAILER PARKING SITE WILL BE MADE AVAILABLE TO THE PURCHASER OF LOT No. 1-REV."  Mr. Scavo made motion to approve lot line adjustment per conditions stated in Ms. Zimsky’s memo of December 30, 2014 comments being noted and having note ["NOTE: ACCESS FROM LOT No. 1-REV THRU LOT No. 2-REV TO EXISTING TRAILER PARKING SITE WILL BE MADE AVAILABLE TO THE PURCHASER OF LOT No. 1-REV."] currently on plan designating the adjacent/shared parking access be removed from plan, seconded by Mr. Troy; vote in favor was unanimous [5-0]. 
7c. The K Hammel Properties Plan; SUB-FIN14-27; Shenot Road and Rt. 19; plans dated 11/13/2014; deadline:  3/02/2015 – Mr. Zimsky indicated this proposed plan subdivides the western portion of parcel 1999-J-21 from the eastern portion (Route 19 runs in the middle) and consolidates the subdivided portion with the adjacent vacant lot owned by K Hammel Properties.  The property is located in the Route 19 Boulevard (RB) zoning district.  Ms. Zimsky and Mr. Gazdik prepared a joint memo dated December 30, 2015.  The comments are all drafting comments requesting specific data be added and shown on the plans.  Mr. Madigan recommended a motion to approve the plan per conditions referenced in Ms. Zimsky's memo of December 30, 2014.  Mr. Scavo moved to approve, seconded by Mr. Troy; vote in favor was unanimous [5-0].


7d. Venango Trail- 11th Amendment (lots 174-176); SUB-FIN14-29; Venango Trail,  plans dated 12/20/2014; deadline:  5/04/2015 – Ms. Zimsky stated this plan adjusts the lot line between the properties owned by NVR, Inc.; essentially the subdivision along the party walls.  Mr. Madigan made a motion to approve the plan subject to the conditions stated in Ms. Zimsky's memo dated January 5, 2015.  Mr. Troy moved to approve, seconded by Mr. Bragunier; vote in favor was unanimous [5-0].

8. New Business
8a. Public Hearing:  Ordinance Amending Chapter 101 of the Code of Ordinances of Marshall Township, Impact Fees, Relating to the Final Transportation Capital Improvements Plan – Mr. Madigan opened the public hearing at 8:44 p.m.  Heidi Smith swore in those wishing to testify.  Mr. Lucas included in the record: a copy of the proposed ordinance, the attached and referenced 2014 amended transportation capital improvements plan, and the public notice of tonight's public hearing.

The following is a summary of the hearing.  Transcript of hearing to be provided by Adelman Reporters and placed in file for future reference.

Ms. Zimsky indicated Mr. Bob Goetz from Trans Associates is available at tonight's meeting to present the ordinance and the changes in the Traffic Impact Fees.  Mr. McFadden reported Mr. Goetz was the facilitator for the meeting of the Traffic Impact Fee Advisory Committee and reported that he did an excellent job.  In summary, Mr. Goetz amended the proposed amendments to the plan that were unanimously adopted by the Committee to bring the plan in line with the dealings that the Township recently had with Tech 21 over swapping out some improvement projects and the plan now reflects those swaps.  Also, Mr. Goetz manipulated, in a positive sense, the numbers in the plan so that the fees for both the eastern and western district will remain the same under the amended plan.  Mr. McFadden mentioned this is Ordinance No. 431.  Mr. Goetz approached the Board and explained briefly the five project provisions in the ordinance one by one: Project 2-WE, Project 7-W, Project 9-E, Project 15-E and Project 19-E-1.  After hearing a brief description of the provisions and no comments from the public, Mr. Madigan closed the public hearing at 9:11 p.m.

Consideration - Mr. Madigan recommended a motion to adopt Ordinance 431.  Mr. Bragunier made a motion to adopt Ordinance 431 as presented, seconded by Mr. Scavo; vote in favor was unanimous [5-0].  

[Mr. McFadden advised the Board that he had confirmed a rumor that Todd Chambers, a long-time resident of Marshall Township and Public Servant, who had previously served on the Planning Commission and was a current member of the Marshall Township Impact Fee Advisory Committee, had passed away.  The Board asked for details of the funeral arrangements.  The Board & Staff extended their condolences to the Chambers family.]



8b. Resolution to Authorize the Following Fees, by the Elected Tax Collector.  Consideration  - Mr. McFadden stated this is Resolution 874.  This is a housekeeping item from the Tax Collector.  The Tax Collector is asking the Board, by Resolution, to raise fees for the tax certification letter, the tax duplicate, and the return check fee and then any services not specifically provided in the fee schedule.  He would charge a rate not to exceed $25 per parcel.  Mr. Madigan requested a motion to approve Resolution No. 874 setting the fees for the Tax Collector.  Mr. Candek moved to approve, seconded by Mr. Scavo; vote in favor was unanimous [5-0]. 
8c. Pleasant Hills Estates, LP Winter Maintenance Agreement; Motion to Authorize Chairman's Signature – Mr. McFadden indicated we have two Winter Maintenance Agreements, one is for the renewal of an agreement with Venango Trails Development and the second is for a new agreement with Pleasant Hill Estates Development.  Mr. Madigan made a motion to approve Chairman's signature on the Winter Maintenance Agreement for Pleasant Hills Estates.  Mr. Scavo moved to approve, seconded by Mr. Bragunier; vote in favor was unanimous [5-0]. 
8d. Venango Trails Winter Maintenance Agreement; Motion to Authorize Chairman's Signature – Mr. Madigan made a motion to approve Chairman's signature on the Renewal of the Winter Maintenance Agreement for VT Partners.  Mr. Scavo moved to approve, seconded by Mr. Bragunier; vote in favor was unanimous [5-0].
